On the basis of 

the information about the vacant seats at the college/program/category level admission has to 

be done following the reservation guidelines as provided in admission rule point 12.1.to 12.8. In 

this round, if the reserved category applicants are not available for the vacant reserved seats, 

the respective vacant seats will remain available for applicants from the general category.
