Scheme of Post Matric Scholarships to the Students Belonging to Scheduled Castas
for Studies in India

(Effective from 01-07-2010)
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1. Object

The objective of the scheme is to provide financial assistance to the Scheduled Caste students studying at post
matricuiation or post-secondary stage to enable them 1o complete their education.
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I1. Scope

These scholarships are available for studies in India only and are awarded by the government of the State/Union
Termitory to which the applicant actually belongs i.e. permanently settled.

111, Conditions of Eligibility

|, The scholarships are epen to nationals of Indfa,
. These scholarships will be given for the study of all recagnized post-rnatriculation or post-secondary
courses pursued in recognized Institutions with the following exceptions:

"Scholarships are not awarded for training courses like Aircraft Maintenance Engineer's Courses and Frivate
Filot license Coursas. Courses at Training - Ship Dufferin (Now Rajendra), courses of training at the Military
Cellege, Dehradun, courses at Fre-examination Training Centres of all India and State levels.*

iil, Only those candidates who belong to Scheduled Castes so specified in relation to the State/Union Tarntory
to which the applicant actually belongs i.e. permanently settied and who have passed the Matriculation or
Higher Secondary or any higher examination of a recognised Unlversity or Board of Secondary Education,
will be eligible, -

lv. Candidates who after passing one stage of education are studying in the same stage of education in
different subject e.g. I.Sc, after L.A. or &.Com. after B.A. or M.A. in other subject will not be eligible.

¥. Students who, after having completed thelr educational caraar in ane professionai ling, e.q. L.LLB, after
B.T./B.Ed. will not be eligible. From the academic year 1980-81, studies in two professional courses are

allowed,
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award of scholarships.

vit.  Students pursving Post Gradyage courses in medicine will be aligible if they are not alicwed to practice
during the period of their course,

vili. Students who after failing or passing the under graduate/postgraduzte examinations |n
Arts/Scence/Commerce join any recoanised prefessional ar Technical certificate/diploma/degree courses
will be awarded scholarships if otherwise eligible. No subsequent failure will be condoned except courses in
Group 'T".

ix. Students who pursue their studies through correspandence courses are also eligible, The term
comespondence includes distant and continuing education.

X. Emplayed students whose incomea vombined with the income of their parents/guzrdlans does not excead
the maxirum prescribed incomes celling are made eligible to post-matric scholarships to the extent gf
reimbursement of ail compulsorily payable non-refundable fees,

xi, All chiklren of the same parents/guardians will be entitied to receive benefits of the scheme,

xi. A scholarship hoider under this scheme will not hold any other sthalarship/stipend. If awarded any other
scholarship/stipend, the student can exercise his/her option for elther of the two scholarships/stipends,
whichever Is more beneficial to him/her and should Inform the awarding authority through the Head of the
institutlon about the option made. No schalarship will be paid to the students under this scheme from the
date he/she accepts anothar scholarship/stipend. The student can however, accept free lkedalhg or a grant
or adhaec monetary help from the State Government or any other source for the purchase of books,
equipsent or for meeting the expenses on board and lodging in addition to the schalarship amgunt paig
under this schame,

xlil, Scholarship holders who are receiving coaching in any of the pre-examination training centres with
finandal assistance from the Central Government/ State Government will not be ellgible for stipend unger
the coaching schemes for the duration of the coaching programme,

Note 1: It is mentioned ynder the item LIt {condition of efigibility) of this scheme that the scholarship will be
given for the study of all recognised post-matriculation or post-secendary courses pursued In recognised
tnstitutions, the llst of courses grouped (T te I¥) is only illustrative and rot exhaustive. The State
GovernmentsfUnion Territory Administrations are, thus, themselves competent to decide the apprepriate grouping
of courses at their level as advised vide this Ministry's letter No. 11017/ 13/88-5ch.Cell, dated 3.8,1989.
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IV. Means Test

Scholarships will be paid to the students whose parents/guardlans’ Income from all sources does not
excead Rs. 1,00,000/- (Rupeas two lakh only) per annum.

Mote 1: Sc long as either of the parents {or husband in the case of married unemploved gid student) Is alive,
only income of the parents/husband, as the case may be, from all sources has to be taken into account only and
of no other member even though they may be earning. In the form of income declaration, income is to he
declared on this basis. Only in the case where bath the parents {or husband in the case of marriad hut
unemployed girl student) have died, the income of the guardian who is supporting the student in his/her studies
has to be taken, Such students whose parent's Income Is affected due to unfortunate death of one of earning
parents and resultantly comes within the income ceiling prescribed under the scheme, shill become eligible for
scholarship, subject to thetr fulfiliing ather conditigns of eligibiiity, from the month in which such sad incidence
takes place. Applications for scholarships from such students can be ronsidered even after lapse of last date of
receipt of applications, on compassionate grounds.

Note 2: House rant allowance received by the parents of a2 student shall be exempted from the computation of
'income’ If the same has been permitted to be axempted for the purpose of incoms tax.

Note 3: Income certificate is required to be takan pnce enly l.e. at the time of admissior to courses which are
continuing for more than ane year.

Note 1; Commerdal Pilot License Course {CPL)

CPL course would include Commercial Helicopter Pilot License {CHPL} and muiti-engine rating training on A-320
ard simllar aircrafts even after the candidate has got scholarship for multi-engine rating training with the CPL
course. CPL course is covered under Graup 'I'. The number of awards far CPL will be 50 per annum. Consequent
Upcn recelving applications fram concernad students, concerned State Governments/ T Adrns. should scrutinjze
them for determining thelr eligibiiity under the scheme and thereafter recommend the number of eligible
applicants for CPL tratning {with thelr names) each financial year to the Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment
{their applications need not be gent to the Ministry). Upon receipt of such infprmation, Minlstry of Sodal
lustice B Empowerment will give clearance to the concerned States/UTs on the first-come-flrst served basis upto
50 awards for the country as a whole. Selected candidates are provided a maintenance allowance at the rates
applicable to Group 'T" courses b.e. R5. 1200 per month for hostlers and Rs.550 per month for day scholars,
In addition all compulsory fees, Including flight charges are to be provided as fae,

Note 2: Normally the term "Hostel |s appliczble to a common residential building and @ cornmon mess for the
students run under the supervision of the educational institution authgrities. In case the college authoritles are
unable te provide accommodation In the college Hostel, an approved place of residence can also be treated as
Heostel for the purpose of this scheme. The place wlll be approved by the Head of the Institution after due
inspection and keeping in view the rules and regulations laid dewn by the University, if any. In such case, a
cerbificate to the effect that the student is residing in an approved place of residence, as he is unable to get
accommaodation In the college hostel should be fumished by the Head of the Institution.

It is further clarified that such deemed hostels should consist of such accommodation as is hired at least by a
group of S(five) students living together, usually with common mess arrengements.

MNote 3: Scholars who are entitled to free boargd and/or lodging will be paid maintenance charge at 1/3rd at
Hostellers' rate,

E. Allowance of Rs.240/- per month towards extra coaching to mentally retardad and mentaily (Il students,
The provisions In {B} ta (D) will also apply to such leprosy-cured students,

MNota 1: The disabied students befonging to Scheduled Castes covered under the Scheme can also get such
additional benefits from other Schemes, which are not covered under the scheme.

Note 2: The disability as deftned under the said Act has to be certified by competent medical authority of the
State Govt./UT Administration

(lii) Fees

Scholars will be paid enrulment/registration, tuition, games, Union, Library, Magazine, Medicai Examination and
such cther fees compulsorily payable by the scholar to the institution or University/Board. Refundable deposits like
taution meney, security deposit wil!, however, be excluded.

Note : Compulsory non-refundable fee charged by recognised institutions against free and paid seats of
recognised courses can be fuily reimbursed as per the fee structure approved by the competent State/Central
Government authority. However, whife sanctiontng schelarship against paid seats, State Governrments should
make the income vertfication compulsory,

(iv) Study Tours

Study tour charges upto a maximum of Rs. 1600 per annum, limited to the actual expenditure incurrad &y the
student on transportation charges stc. will be paid to the scholars studying professional and technlcal courses,
Provided that the head of the institution certifies that the study tour is essential For the schalar for complation of
hisfher murse of study.

{v) Thesis Typing/Printing Charges

Thesis typing/printing charges upto a maximurm of Rs.1600 will be pald to research schoiars on the
recommendation of the Head of the Institution.

(vi) Book Allowance for Students pursulng Correspondence /Distance Education
Coursas

The students pursuing such courses are alsg eligible for an annual allowance of Rs.1200/- far essentialfprascrited
books, besides reimbursement of course fees,

{vit) Book Banks

1. 1, Book Banks are Lo be et up in all the Medical, Engineering, Agriculture, Law and Veterinary Degree
Cplleges and Institutes imparting Chartered Accountancy, MBA and alike Management courses ang
Polytechnlcs where Scheduled Caste students are in receipt of Post Matric Scholarship. The set of text
books will be purchased for 2 such SC students at various stages except in respect of Post-graduate
courses and Chartered Accountancy where it will be one set for each student. However, the ratio of sets
and students will have te be adjusted to the total number of sets that could be procured within the total
resources allocated to the State concerned.

The Book Banks are to be set up in all the recognised colleges/institutions where these courses ars being
affered as recognlsed courses.
Purchase of books for these Book Banks will be restricted to the prescribed text books for the entire
oL r5es,
The State Governments may constitute Expert Groups consisting of members from selected
colleges/education2l institutions of different reglans to decide the adequate number of text books In 2 set
{not reference books) required for each course,
Tha life period of one set of books has been fixad at 3 years. Thereafter the books may be disposed of by
the Institutlons tn the same manner as the books in the library subject to the guidelines, i any, of the
State Government/UT Administration In this regard.
These books are to be supplied to 5C students in installments, depending on the course, semester
structure atc.
The Following rules shall govern the distribution of books to the students:

I. Each 5C student will be provided with an identity card for this PUrpose.

i, Each 5C student will be required to submit requisition for borrowing books from the Book Bank in a
form to be provided For this purpose.

ili. The books would be returned to the Book Bank at the end of each term. The Principal of the
college/institution will make every ffort to ensure that those students who complete their course or
those who drop out in the middle, return the books belonging to the Book Bank

iv. [Itis the responsibility of the student concern to maintain the books supplied to them from the Book
Bank, in good cendition.

v. Any case of loss or demage to the books would attract penalty. In case of serious damage or loss of
books, the student concemed will have to bear the cost of the book,
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V1. Sealectlon of Candidates

All the eligible Scheduled Caste candidates will be given scholarships subject to the application of Means
Test prescribed in this Schama,

Candidates belonging to one State bit studying in ¢ther State will be awarded scholarships by the State to
which they belong and will submit their applications to the competent authorlties in that State. In the




matter of exempticn from fees ur other concessicns also they will be treated as if they were studying in
their own State.

VII. Duratlon and Renewal of Awards

i. The award once made will be tenatle from the tage at which it is given to the completion of course
subject te good conduct and regularity in attendance. It will be renewed frem vear to year provided that
within a covrse which is continuous for a number of years, the scholar securas promoticn to the next
higher dass Irrespective of the fact whether such examinations are conductad by a University or the
Instibuticn.

il. faScheduled Caste scholar Pursuing Group 1 courses falis in the examination for the first time, the award
may be renewed, For second and subsequent failure in any class, the student shall bear his/her own
expenses until hefshe secures promotion to the next higher class,

iii. If & scholar is unable to appear in the annual examination owing to illness and or on account of any other
unforeseeable event, the award may be renewed for the naxt academic year on submisslon of medical
certificate and/or other required sufficient precf to the satisfaction of the Head of the Institution and
his/her cartifying that the scholar would have passed had he appearad in the exarninatfon.

iv. If according to the Regulations of a University/Institution, a student is promoted to the next higher class
even though he/she may not have actually passed in lower class and is required to take examination of the
Junier dass again after sometime, hefshe will be entitied to scholarship fur the class to which he/she is
promoted if the student is otherwise eligible for scholarship,
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VIII, Payment

i, Maintenance allowance is payable from 1% April ar from the month of admission, whichever is later, to the
month In which the examinations are completed, at the end of the academic year {including maintenance
allowance during holidays), provided that if the scholar secures admission after the 20th day of a month,
the amaunt will Be paid from the manth fallowing the menth of admission,

ii. In case of renewal of scholarships awarded |n the previous years, maintenance allgwance will be paid from
the menth following the month upto which schaolarship was Faid In the previous year, If the course of study
is cortinuous.

iii. The Government of the State/Unign Territory Administration, to which they beleng, in accordance with the
procedure Jaid down by them in this regard, will pay the scholarship money to the selected students.

W, Scholarship will not be paid for the period of internship/housemanship in the M.5.8.5. course or for a
practical training in other course If the student is in receipt of some remuneration during the internship
period or syme allowance/stipend during the practical tralring in other course,
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IX. MODE OF DISBURSAL OF SCHOLARSHIP

In order to engure timely payment of scholarship amount Lo the beneficiaries, the State Government/UT
administrations are requested to avoid cash payment of scholarship ameunt and are required to issue instructions
to all concemed that payment of scholarship should be made to beneficiaries through their accounts in post
officesy/banks with phased transition to Smart Cards.

X. Other Conditions for the Award

i. The scholarship is dependent an the satisfactory progress and conduct of the scholar. IF it is reparted by
the Head of the Institution at any time that a scholar has Dy reasans of hisfher own act of default failed to
make satistactory progress or has been guilty of misconduct such as resorting to or participating in strikes,
irregularity in attendance without the permission of the authgrities concerned ekc., the authority
sanctioning the scholarship may either cancel the scholarships or stop or withhold further payment far such




period as it may think fit.

ii. Ifa student is found to have ohitained a scholarship by false staterments, his/her scholarship will be
cancelled forthwith and the amount of the scholarship paid will be recovered, at the discretion of the
concerned State Government. The student concernad wili be blacklisted and debarred for schotarship in
any scheme forever,

iii. A scholarship awarded may be cancelled if the scholar changes the subject of the course of study for which
the scholarship was originally awarded or changes the Institution of study, without pricr approval of the
State Government. The Head of the [nstitution shall report such cases to them and stop payment of the
scnolarship meney, The amount already pald may alsg be recovered at the discretion of the State
Sovermnment.

iv. A scholar is liable to refund the scholarship amount at the discretion of the State Government, If during the
course of the year, the studies for which the scholarship has been awarded, is discontinued by him/hear,

¥. The pravisions of this scheme can be changed at anytime at the discretion of the Govemnment of India.,
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XI. Announcement of the Scheme

All the State Governments/UT Administrations will announce In May-iune, the details of the scheme and invite
applications by issuing an advertisement in the leading newspapers of the State and through their respective
websites and other media outfits. All requests for application forrns and other particulars should be addressed to
the Government of State/Union Terrtory Administration to which the scholars actually belong, The apglicant
should submit the completed application to the prescribed authority before the last date prescribed for recaipt of
applications.
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XII. Procedure for Applying
i. An application for scholarship should carmprise:

3. One copy of the application for scholarship fn the prescribed form (separate application Forms as
have been prescribed For ‘fresh' and renewal scholarship by concerned States/UTs).

b. One copy of the passoort size photegraph with signatures of the student thereon {for fresh
scholarship). .

€. One attested copy of certificates, diploma, degree etc. in respect of all examinations passed.

d. A certificate {in original) of Caste duly slgned by an authorised Revenue Cfflcer not below the rank
of Tehsildar,

. An income declaration by the self-employad parents/guardlans, stating definite income from all
sources by way of an affidavit an non-judicial stamp paper. Employed parents/quardians are
required to obtaln Income certificate from their employer and for any additional tncome from other
sources, they would furhish declaratton by way of an affidavit on non-judicial stamp paper.

f. A receipt in acknowladgement of the scholarship in the previcus year on the farm attached o the
appiication only duly counter-signed by the Head of the Institution concerned, IF the application was
in receipt of a schalarship under this scheme in the preceding yaar.

li. Application complete in all respects shall be submittad ta the Head of the Institution, being attended or last
attended by the candidates and shall be addressed to an officer specified for this purpose by the
Government of State/Unlon Temitory to which the student belongs, in accordance with the Instryctions
issued by them from time to time,
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XIII1. Funding Pattern of the Scheme

The Scheme is implemented by the State Governments and Unicn Territory Adminlstrations, which receive 100%
central agsistance from Govemment of India for the total expenditure under the scheme, aver and above their
respective Committed Liability. The |evel of Committed Liability of respective State Governments/Union Territory
Administrations for a year is equivalent to the level of actual expenditure incurred by them under the Scheme




during the terminal year of the last Five Year Plan Pericd and |s required to be borme by thern for which they are

required to make required provision in their own budget. The Morth Eastern States have, however, been

exempted from making thelr own budgetary provisions towards Committee Liabillty frarn Ninth Plan Period {1997~
2002) cnwards and the entire expenditure under the Scheme in respect of them will be borre by Government of

Ingdia,

NOTE : Additienal committed llabllity &n account of the revigsion of the Scheme w.e.f. 01.07.2010 shall

be passed on to State Govis/U.T. Administrations at the end of the XII Five - Year period [w.e.f
1.4.2017}, snd not after the XI Plan parlod.

All the State Governments and Unian Territory Administrations implementing the scheme will:

i. furnish data of beneficiaries and expenditure under the scheme, to Government of India, regularly in the

Quartesty Reports prescribed for this purpase, Financial assistance given under the scheme shall nat be

utilized for any other purpose,

li. designate Grievance Redressal Officers (GROs) at the Stare and District levels to radress students'

scholarship-related grievances.
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SCHEME OF ‘POST-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP' FOR STUDENTS BELONGING T(
THE MINORITY COMMUNITIES

1. BACKGROUND

The Prime Minister’s New 15 Point Programme for the Welfare of Minorities was
announced in June, 2006. It provides that a post-matric scholarship scheme for meritorious
students from minority communities would be implemented.

2. OBJECTIVE

-

The objective of the scheme is to award scholarships to meriterious students belonging
to economically weaker sections of minority community so as to provide them better
cpportwnties for higher education, increase their rate of attainment in higher education and
enhance their employability,

) SCOPE

The scholarship 15 to be awarded for studies in India in 3 government or private higher
secondary school/college/university, including such residential institutes of the Government and
cligible private insttutes selected and notified in a transparent manner by the Siate
Government/Union  Territory Administration concerned. It will also cover technical and
vocational courses in [ndustrial Training Institutes/ [ndustrial Training Centres affiliated with
the National Council for Vocational Training (NCVT) of classes X1 and XIT level.

4. ELIGIBILITY v

Scholarship will be awarded to the students who have secured net less than 50% marks
or equivalent grade in the previous final examination and the annual income of whose
parents/guardian from all sources does not exceed Rs.2.00 lakh.

5. DISTRIBUTION

Muslim, Christian, Sikh, Buddhist, Jain and Zoroastrians {Parsis) have been noufied as
minerity communities under Section 2 (¢} of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992
The distribution of scholarship among the States/Union Territories will be made on the basis of
population of the above notified minorities in the States/ Union Territories of Census 2001.

6. EARMARKING FOR GIRL STUDENTS

30% of scholarship will be sarmarked for girl students. In case sufficient number of
eligible girl students are not available, then the balange earmarked scholarships may be awarded
to eligible boy students.

7. SELECTION PROCEDURE

Unlike scholarship for SC and ST, there are a fixed number of scholarships for
minorities is small and limited. Students from BPL families, haviny the lowest income shall be
given preference in the ascending order. The renewal applications would be fully exhausted

before the new applications are considered.

DURATION

Scholarship will be provided for the entire course, However, maintenance allowance will
be given for a period not exceeding 10 months only in an academic year.

Scholarship will be awarded to the students who have secured not less than
50% marks or equivalent grade in the previous final examination and the
annual income of whose parents/guardian from all sources does not exceed
Rs.2.00 lakh. Unlike scholarship for SC and ST, there are a fixed number of
scholarships for mmorties and hence preference for selection has been laid
down. Students from BPL families, having the lowest income shall be given
preference in the ascending order. The renewal applications would be fully
exhausted before the new applications are considered.

The award will be discontinued if a student fails 10 secure 3086 marks or
equivalent grade in the previous final examination. Scholarship will not be
awarded for more than the nommal period of time taken 10 obtain
CertificateDegree/M. Phil Degree/Doctorate Degree.

Scholarships will not be giveil to more than two students in a family.

The students should be regular in attendance for which the yardstick will be
decided by the competent authority of the school/college/university.

Migration of students from one Institution to another would not normally be
allowed during the course of the academic year except under exceptional
circumstances and in the interest of the student’s academic career.

If a student violates any other term and condition of the scholarship, the
scholarship may be suspended or cancelled. The State Government/Union
Temitory Administration can also directly cancel the award if duly satisfied of
the reasons of viclation of these regulations governing the scheme.

If a student is found to have obtained a scholarship by false
statement/certificates, histher scholarship will be cancelled forthwith and the
amount of the scholarship paid shall be recovered, at the discretion of the
concerned State Government/Union Territory Administeation,

Course fee/tuition fee and mmintenance allowance will be credited directly 10
the students’ bank account.

The State Government/Union Territory Administration will maintain a separate
account and records relating to the funds received from the Ministry and they
will be subjected to inspection by the officers of the Ministry or any other
agency designated by the Ministry.

The student obtaining benefits under this scholarship scheme shall not be
allowed to avail of benefits under any other scholarship scheme 1mplemented
by State Government/UT Administration, for the same purpose.

The State Government/ Union Territory Administration shall constitute a
Committee of the departments implementing such scholarship schemes to
ensure that the students from the minority community, who may also belong to
SC/ST/OBC category, does not avail scholarship from other sources for the
same purpose and avail only from one source.

12. ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

As the magnitude of data to be entered and processed would be enormous as the
scheme gets implemented over the years, there would be a need to engage qualified skilled
personnel right from the beginning to ensure that the data based computerised systems are
operational. Qualified skilled personnel possessing requisite expertise to operate computer
programme designed for this purpose, enter, process, analyse, monitor, retrieve and
transfer data should be engaged on contract basis as per need. Data provided by the
States/Union Temntories will be maintained and managed by the Ministry with personnel
of similar expertise to be engaged on contract basis.

A provision not exceeding 2% of the total budget will be made to meet the
administrative and allied costs viz. expenditure of the States/Union Territeries and the

(Applicable for academic year 2022-23 onwards)

1.  Objective
To provide financial assistance 10 meritorious students from poor families to meet a

part of their day-to-day expenses while pursuing higher studies.

2. Scope
The scholarships are awarded by Ministry of Education, Government of India on the
basis of results of Higher Secondary / Class X1l Board Examination. A maximum of
82,000 fresh scholarships per annum are provided for pursuing graduate /
postgraduate degree in colleges and universities and for professional courses, such as

Medical, Engineering etc.

3.  Allocation of Scholarship

The total number of scholarships are divided amongst the State Education Boards
based on the State’s population in the age group of 18-25 years, after segregating
share of CBSE and ICSE on the basis of number of students passing out from vanous
Boards in the country. 50% of the scholarships are earmarked for girls. Out of the
total scholarship slots earmarked for UTs of Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh, 3% slots
shall be earmarked for the studéms from the UT of Ladakh. The number of
schelarships allotted to a State Education Board is distributed amongst pass outs of
the Humanities, Science and Commerce streams in the ratio of 3:}:1. In case of
shortfall in the number of applications, the scholarship slots shall be mteroperable
among categories {Gen, OBC, SC & ST), gender (Female, Male) and S1ate Quota to
maximize use of slots for fresh scholarships with effect from academic year 2022-23,
subject to the condition that guidelines of Ministry of Finance and NITI Aayog
regarding SC/ST fund allocation of the schemes are adhered 10.

4. Eligibility for Scholarship

vii.  For renewal of scholarship in each year of study, besides getting at least 50%
marks in the Annual Examination, maintenance of adequate attendance of at least
75%., will also be the criteria, Complaints against the student regarding any in
disciplined or criminal behaviour including any complaints of having indulged in
ragging, will lead to forfeiture of scholarship;

ix. Beneficiarics’ Applicants under the scheme must apply online in the Natwonal
Scholarships Portal {(www.scholarships.gov.in} for the fresh/ renewal scholarships.

5.  Reservation
Students belonging to reserved categones/weaker sections /minorities etc. are eligible
to get benefit of reservation on the basis of merit, subject to Central Reservation
Policy [i.e. 15% seats are earmarked for SCs, 7.5% for STs and 27 % for OBCs and
5%, horizontal reservation for students with Benchmark Disabllitles (Disability
of 40% or more) in all the categories]. The Central Reservation Policy will be
applicable in filling the slots against cach year's target. If slots under a specific group
is not filled after considering all the States/UTs, the vacant slots will be allocated to

However, the State Government will addiionally make special
efforts to identfy the poorest households from various sources and enroll the eligible
students under the scheme in a mission mode. Further, these students woukd be monitored
on regular basis so that they continue with ther studes Such students shall include ()
students from SC households with three o more depnvations as per SECC-2011 (it
students from SC households where one or both the parants are illiterate and (iii) the
students who have passed 10th siandard from a State Govemment/ Municipality/Local
Body school. In this regard, States/UTs will launch special campaigns to identify and cover
such students.

8.3 States/UTs may adopt methodology suitable 1o the local conditiens for identification
of such shudenis eg SC majority distncishblocksivillages may be taken first for
identification of poorest students or students leaving class 10™or 12" class may be tracked
in association with the education department or data emanating from other Central/Stale
schemes indicating the dropouts rates or other sources as deemed fit. Every State
Govemment shall undertake a campaign every year in MarchVApni to identify such
students and meanior them to enrol and avail scholarships. Such students will be helped for
identificabicn of courses also as per ther skils.

6.4 Awareness drive shall be undertaken by the State Governments/UTs about the
scheme through the Gram Panchayats Notice Boards, school committess, and discussions
in the parentteacher association meetings and other public awareness measures, in order
to extend #s coverage and also minimize any misuse by unscrupulous elements.

8.5 The States are required to take up identification of the students for fresh enroiment
by taking up systematic drive covering all the higher secondary schools and encouraging
the pupils who have dropped out after Class 12th to come back to higher education.

88 It is essential that the fresh enrolments to the extent possible are made in the
tourses which are having employment potential. For this purpese. the State may do an
sxarcise in consultation with the Higher Educalion Department of the State Govemment,
and the State Skill Mission for identifying courses which would improve the employment
potantial of the students. It is strongly adwised that fresh enrolment may be made in these
courses. Such skill courses shauld be long term courses with periodicity of at least 1 year
and conducted by the institutions as per Para 4 of the scheme guidelines.

87 Stte Governmeni will ensure that the beneficiary, at the time of admission, applies

for the scholarship also. In 1his regard, the Stale Govemment may open facilitation centers
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of nominale a nodal officer in tha aducational institutions so that the entry into the student
dalabase for renewals and fresh admissions can be done in a stipulated bmeframe.

6.8 The Stals Governments shall put in place a scholarshig portal that has all features as
prescribed in para 13 of these guidelines and share the data on a real-bme basis wth the
Central portal.

6.8 The State’Central Government shall have robust monitonng systems. including field
inspections, social audits, data analytics etc. sc that timely payments are made to eligicle
beneficiaries.

B.10 States/UTs shall ensure that Fee Ratonalization/Fixation Committees are set up for
all courses.

7. Components of the Scholarship

7.1 The scholarship includes the following components for the compiete duration of the
course’.
i. Compuisory non-refundable fees including tuition fee, as fixed by the Fee
Fixation/Rationalization Committae of the State Government

Note 1. Ten percent extra aliowances shall be provided for Divyang students.

Note 2. Students pursuing C A /LC WA /C.S, f.C.F A shal be treated as day scholars for
the purpose of academic allowance. Students studying through correspondence/onkine
courses shall not be eligible for academic allowance.

Nole 3. The academic allowance as above shall be applcable from the year 2021-22. For
the year 2020-21 the alkowances as applicable under the earlier guidelines shall apply.
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7.3  The Academic Allowance will be linked with the Consumer Price Index Numtwer for
Industrial workers. The Annual increment will be applicatlle w.ef. Apnl of each year and
will be based on Index for the pericd January-December of the preceding year. The first
revision would be applicable w.e f. April, 2622 and in this regard Department will issue
separate orders on Annual basis.

7.4 The State Governments may, if they so decide, top up the academic allgwance from
their own resources.

8. Freeship Card and process for issue
8.1 All eligible students shall be entitled {o take admission in the instituions without pre-

payment of tuition fees and hostel fees as per the Scheme Guidelines. To enable this. a
FREESHIP CARD will be issued by the State Government o the eligible students, as per
procedure detailed below. This Freeship card shall make the studant eligible to study in the
institution without pre-payment of the fees, and on the condition that as and when amount
is released to the student’s account, the insttution would be intimated to collect the same
from the student.

8.2 The student shall, well before the expected date of admission, register for issuance of a
Freeship Card on the respective scholarship porial giving the details like the Aadhaar
number, the name of the course in which hefshe wants to take ademission {g.q. MBBS.
B.Sc., Class Xl efc. ) and an undertaking that the institution's charges wouid be paid within
7 weaking days from the date of receipt of the scholarship amount in his/her account. For
the purpose of registration of Freeship Card, the portals shall remain open throughout the
yEear,

8.3 The verification of the income, caste and mernt details should be automatically done
from the databases which are linked oniine for instant verification. The process should be
entirely paperless. Until the above system is brought into effect, the decuments may be
scanned and uploaded which include: passport size photograph, copy of each of the
cerificates for diploma, degree etc. in respect of all examinaticns passed, Caste cedificate
duly signed by the authorized officer, valid Income certificate issued by the competent
authorily as prescribed by the State Govt. etc.

B.4 After the registration on the Portal, if the student is found eligible, all States/UTs will
complete the verification process within 30 days from the receipt of the registration request
from the students and issue the Freeship Card through the IT portal. mentioning the course
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for which application is made 50 that the efigible students are not denied admissions due to
delay in depositing tuition fees. It should be possible for the student to downioad the Free
Ship Card from the portal itself. Once complete digitization of all the required certificates 15
done. such Freeship Card shall be auiomatically generated mmediately on registration, of
the student is found eligible.

8.5 The Freaship Card shall contain the details given in Annexure-1, and shall be digitally
signed. For the purpose of admission, the Freeship card will remain valid for pencd of one
year from tha date of issue.

B .6 If a student wanlts to change his/her course before taking admission in an instifution. he
tan do 30 by legging on iT portal and a fresh Freeship Card shall be issued automatically
for all eligible siudents.

8.7 In case of renpewal students. there shall be no need for fresh registration for the
Freeship card and a card once issued I himther shall be vaid for the entire duration of the
course.

9. Application for Scholarship and Verification

9.1 Apglication-on-the-day-of -admission’ The instilutions shall ensure that all students
admitted to their inslitution and having Freeship Cards issued as detailed in para & of these
Guidelines, apply on the IT portal for the scholarship pn the sams day as the date of
admission into the Institution.

9.2 On the day of admission itseif, the institulion shalt verify on the scholarship portal that
the student has taken admission in the institution with the same course as mentioned on
the Free ship card and is now a bonafide student of the institution

§.3. In case of renewal students, the swdent shall be auto-renewed basad on the
attendance and confimation from the institution of the siugent having been promaled to
the next class and having joined back the same course as hosteller/day scholar. as the
case may be,

10. Funding Pattern of the Scheme _

10.1 There will be a 60; 40 sharing ratio between the Centre and States {80.10 in case of
North Egsiem States) of the average demand for the scheme for three year peniod 2017-18
to 2018-20 {to be considered as the base pericd). with a 5% overall annual increase each
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year in the Central assistance for all States put tagether in absclute terms w.ri base
pencd. The above shall be applicable from 2Q20-21 cnwards and the scheme will be
continued upto the financial year 2025-26.

102 Thus, for the purpoese of determining the demand for the year 2020-21, the average
demand of 201 7-18 to 2018-20, or the actuai demand for 2020-21, whichever is lesser, will
be considersd for each State/UT. For subsequent years i.e. 2021-22 & onwards, the
Central assistance for all States put together will be limited by a 5% annual increase over
the average demand for the scheme for the base pened of 2017-18 to 2019-20, which shat!
be ensured by the Preject Appraisal Committee {PAC) while appraising the States’ Annual
Acticn Plans, The Ministry will have the flexibifity of adjusting the allocation of funds
batwesn the States subject to the total allocation approved, without disrupling the 80:40
sharing ratio batween the Centre and the States,

10.3 If the tolal fund requirement is over and above the annual 5% limit, the central share
will be limited ta that and the addibonal requirement of funds, if any. shall be met by the
State Govemments from their own resources.

10.3. All the State Governments and Union Temitory Administrations implementing the
schermne will maintain the data of all the beneficiaries on their online portal and will distinctly
mention the amount of scholarship under various components as menticned in the

Scheme,

11. Payment Mechanism

14.1 The entire scholarship amount - both from the State ang Central Government -
including the tition fees, academic allowance and any other admissible allowance will be
paid directly into the account of the students ONLY through DBT preferably through an
Aadhaar Based Payment Systern (Aadhaar Payment Bridge) from 2021-22. The States
shall preferably release the payments through PFMS Syslem so that the accounts of the
students are not required 1o be validated again.

11.2 Starting from 2021-22, the Central share in the scheme would also be released on
DET moda dirgclly inte the bank accounts of ithe students. after ensuring that the
concemed State Government has released their share.

11.3 All the States/UTs/Centre would adhere to the following timelines for processing of the
applications and release of scholarship amounts:
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o The scholarship perals would rermain open throughout the year so that all eligible
students can register for the Freeship Card and apply for the schelarships.
o Disbursal of scholarships for all applications (fresh/renewals) shall be made in one

11.4 There ghall be no delays in payment of the scholarships. For this purpose the State
shall engure that their installments are disbursedta the students by the timelines defined in
previous para so that the Central share can also be released in lime,

11.5 The Ministry of Social Justice vide nolification number 428 dated Feb.16.2017 has
notified Aadhaar as identity document under Section 7 of Aadhaar Act 2016 for all
Schedarship Schemes w.a.f. 16" February 2017,

11.6 The authentication through Aadhaar would be compulsery at the time of renewals, if

not pravided earfier at the time of admission.

| 12. Duration and Renewal of Awards

12,1 The award once made will be payable up to the completion of the course subject to
satisfactory academic performance and attendance of 75% in every academic year. The
attendance will be verified through Aadhaar based attendance Systemn.

12.2 If a scholar is unable o appear in the annual examination owing o illness, the
award may be renewed subject t¢ production of medical certificate from prescribed
autharity and acceptance of the same by instilution /college.

12.3 If, according to the Regulations of a University/institution, a student is promated to the

next higher class even though hefshe may not have actually passed in lower class and is
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reguired to take examination of the junior class again after sometime. he/she will be
entiled to scholarship for the class to which he/she is promated if the student 1s ctherwise
eligible for scholarship. Further, in case a student faills in any class and then again joins the
same class as a ragular student. hefshe will be eligible for scholarship for one additional
year or the actual period, whichever is lower.

13. IT Framework

13.1.  The scheme shall be run on an online platiorm with robust cyber security measures
that would assure transparency, accountability, efficiency, and timely delivery of the
assistance without any delays. The National Scholarship Portal (NSP) would be suitably
maodified for this purpose.

132, If any State is already a rupning online portal that fulfils all the laid down
parameters, thay can continue with it, but share tha data on real-time basis to the National
Scholarship Portal or any other portal as specified by the Depariment of Social Justice &
Empowerment m due course through instructions for epabling constant monitoring.
Therefore, all States/UTs implementing the scheme will migrate to online processing of
disbursal of scholarships, where not already done. The scholarship portal should
mandatorily have the following features: -

a) The IT posal shall be integrated with tha AISHE/UDISE portal for pulling the data
about the institition in which the student has taken admission,

b) At the tme of registration for Freeship Card, every student should provide an
Aadhaar IDfAadhaar EID and other altemative form of ID as per this Ministry's
nolification no. 428 dated 16.02.2017 which will enable elimination of duplication
and false claims. The Aadhaar authentication is mandatory in case of renewals, if
not provided at the time of admission. The Aadhaar number entered by the students
should go through demc-auth on real-ime basis before allowing entry into the
registration portal.

c) The States shall undertake fool-proof verificalion of the eligibility. caste status,

Aadhaar identification and bank accouni details on the online portal.

d) Thers shall be no uplcad of any documents or any certificates into the system. All
data should be auto-venfied by linking databases through digilocker or any such
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e)

mechanism. such as (i) school boards’ results, including the CBSE/ACSE along with
the certificates maintained by them; (i) database of income certificates. domicile
and caste certificates issued by StateDistrict Admimistration and {iii} databases
maintained by the Universities and Colleges, using Aadhaar number as the link.

Al verification process of the students should be done using the abowve
authenticated databases automatically using the digital process with littie or no
manual infervention. There should be no system of verification by the institutions or
even the district level officers. Till such time such a system is put in place, the
manual verification shali be completed within 30 days from the date of application,
with a provision for "‘presumed approval’ if the same is not completed within 30 days.
A suitable systerm will be put in place for taking Aadhaar based attendance system
which is non-intrusive and automatic. Till _sur.h a system is finalized by the Ceniral
Govt., the institution shall upload the atiendance of the scholarship holder every
meonth in the Attendance module that would be developed in the IT system.

There shall be no system of calling for the bank account details of the shidents and
aythenticating it. All payments should preferably go through Aadhaar Based
Payment System {APB - Aadhaar Payment Bridge) after checking the Aadhaar
number with the NPCI mapper.

The renewals should be automatic based on prometion to the next class and having
the raquired attendance, subject to confirmation of the student having joined back
the same course as hosteller’day scholar, as the case may be. There should not be
any requirement for the student te apply for renewals.

A perfarmance module to menitor the progress of student as well as performance of
the inslitution should be suitakly designed and incorperated,

Apart from this, the States shall maintain a complete database of the bensficiaries
under various other scholarship schemes to ensure de-duplication of the
beneficiaries.

The portal shall incorporate an online grevance redressal mechanism linking all the
autherities responsible for implementation on the scholarship portat.

There shall be a provision indicating the students of the pocrest househokis, as per
the parameters provided under the Scheme, selected for scholarship.

m) The portal will make arangements so that the students, once declared blacklisted.

may not be able to apply for scholarship again.
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14. Annual Action Plan

14.1 Ewvary parlkipating State/UT, on or before 28" February of the preceding year, will
prepare & State level Annual Plan for the PMS-5C scheme In case the Slate has any
other iniative on similar lines to PMS-5C. this may be mentioned separately in the Achion
Plan. Tha Acton Plan should grve clearly the targets. ebgibality. proposed coverage
separately for poorest households, processes for identification. identification of courses
having employment polential. systems for monitoring elc.

142  The Department will constitute an Project Appraisal Committee to appraise and
approve the Annuat Action Plans. These plans would be appraised at the Centre and the
autlay for sach State would be finalized before 15” Apnl. of every year as per the annua)
increase ndicated under the funding pattem. The constitution of the committee will be
informed through separale instructons.

15. Performance of the States/UTs

15.1 The perfgimance of the States/UTs would be measured annwally on certain
parameters like {i) payments as per the given ime schedube (i) coverage from the poorest
households (i) academic cukomes of the scholarship-holders (v) Implementation of
Aadhaar basad attendance {v) Digitization of various cerbhicates required for determining
eligibility etc,

15.2. The States/UTs would be ranked on the above parameters and top performing
States wil be awarded The details in this regard will be prepared after consultations, and
will be shared through instructions in due course.

16. Announcement of the Scheme by States/UTs

16.1 Al the State Govemments/UT Administraticns will announce starting from April, the
details of the Schaeme and invite applications by 1ssuing an advertisemenl in the leading
newspapers of the State and through their respective websites/ Scholarship portals and
other modes of media. The applicant should submit the completed applcation to the
prescribed authority on the portal specified for this purpose before the last date prescribed
for receipt of applications.

17. Process of Registration and Application for the student
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17.1 The student shall. well before the expected date of admission. register on the online
on scholarship portal for issue of a Freeship Card as detailed in Para 8.2 of these
Guidedines.

17.2 On admission o the institution to a course mentioned 0 the Freeship Card. the
student shall spply, on the day of the admission itsetl. for scholarship. giving details of the
Freeship card and the course and institution admitted to.

17.3 Stnydents continuing therr courses for which they have already been sanclioned
scholarship in the previous year, i.e renewal students, shall, be automatically renewed for
scholarship a8 datailed in para 8.7

18. Evaluation/Social Audit and follow up action

18.1. Thers shal be thorough evatuabon of the outcomes of the scheme in regular
intervals to ascertain the effectiveness of scheme impiementation and for tracking the
progress of the students. This may include conduct of social audits once a year, annual
third-party svaluation, and half-yearly self-audited reports from each instifution.

18.2. The social audits are to be conducted by the Social Audit Unils of the Stale
Govermnments formed by the Ministry of Rural Davelopmert. Govt. of India duly meeting the
cost from the administrative cost of the schame.

18.3. The Stats Government shall also sat up a robust monttonng mechanism for
monioning the academic progress of the students enrclled 1o the scheme.

18.4. The students who are found 1o be lagging behind should be provided remedial
coaching so that their academic cutcome shall not be less than the average academic
outcomes. The State Action Plan should contain clear provisions for this.

18.5. In order to ensure proper accountability, physical venfications at vanous levels viz.
Block/DistrictState levels shail be done by the States/Ts coverning at least 10% of the
institutions/students, chosen randomly through an algorithm. All private institubons offering
courses at the level of graduation or above shall, however, be mandatonly inspected
annuany.

19. Administrative Charges

19.1. The administrative cost for administration. montoring and evaluabon shall be limited
to 1% of the annual outlay. -

19.2. Each State/UT shall project the requirement of funds for undertaking the monitonng
of the implementation. in its Annual Action Pian. In case, funds are required for Book,
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these may be indicated under the Administrative charges. This would be considered by the
PAC, ensuring that the total outflow on this count does not exceed 1% of the annual ocutlay
18.3. Tha PAC ghall give first prigrily in approving admanistralve charges for development
of IT infrastructure, setting up of Technical Support Group cum Prosect Menitoning Und at
the Central/State level and social audits.

20. Mechanism for redressal of grievances

20.1. Thers shail be an online gnevance redressal mechanism linking all the authonbes
responsible for implementation on the scholarship portal.

20.2. The student shall be able to lodge a grievance either through the portal or by a
mobile app.

20.3. Every institution shall have a Grievance Redressal Officer (GRO) who is responsible
for enteraming the grevances and resolving them by folowing up with the appropriate
authority,

204 The non-resolution of the grevance al the institulion level in a given time frame shall
automatically be escalated to the district and later to the Stale level tor resolution.

21. Other Condltions for the Award

21.1. If a student is found to have obtained a scholarship by faise statements, his/ her
scholarship wil be cancelled forthwith and the amount of the scholarship paid will be
recoverad, at the discretion of the concerned State Government, The student concerned
will be blacklisted and debarred for scholarship in any scheme forever.

21.2. A scholarship awarded may be cancelled if the scholar changes the subject of the
course of study for which the scholarship was onginally awarded or changes the instituton
of study, without pnor approval of the State Government. The Head of the Institution shall
report such cases 1o the State which will stop payment of the scholarship money. The
amount already paid may also be recovered at the discretion of the State Government.
21.3. A scholar is liable 1o refund the scholarship amocunt at the discretion of the State
Government, if during the course of the year, the studies for which the scholarship has
been awarded, is discontinued by him/her.

21.4. The provisions of this scheme can be changed at any time at the discretion of the
Government of India.

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SCHEME OF SCHOLARSHIPS FOR STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1. Education plays a pivotal role in socio-economic empowerment of
Persons with Disabilities. Recognizing its crucial role, the Directive Principles
of State Policy in the Constitution of India and the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Act, 2016 have underlined the role of the State in realization of the
Right to Education for Persons with Disabilities. Article 41 of Part IV (Directive
Principles of State Policy) of the Constitution provides that the State shall
make effective provisions for securing the right to work, to education and to
public assistance in cases of unemployment, old age, sickness and
disablement, and in other cases of undeserved want.

1.2. Article 46 of Part IV (Directive Principles of State Policy) of the
Constitution enjoins upon the State to promote the educational and economic
interests of the weaker sections of the people. Article 38(2) of the same Part
also enjoins upon the State to minimize inequalities in income and to endeavor
to eliminate inequalities in status, facilities and opportunities, not only
amongst individuals but also amongst groups of people residing in different
areas or engaged in different vocations.

1.3. Section 31 (I) of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016
(RPwD) states that “Notwithstanding anything contained in the Rights of
Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009, every child with
benchmark disability between the age of six to eighteen years shall have the
right to free education in a neighborhood school, or in a special school, of his
choice”.

1.4. Further, Section 32 (2) of the RPwD Act states that the appropriate
Government and local authorities shall ensure that every child with benchmark
disability has access to free education in an appropriate environment till he
attains the age of eighteen years.
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1.5. To fulfill these mandates, the Department of Empowerment of
Persons with Disabilities, Government of India is implementing “Scheme of
Scholarships for Students with Disabilities” with following six components:

i. Pre-matric Scholarship (For Classes IX and X)

ii. Post-matric Scholarship (For Class XI to Post-Graduate
Degree/Diploma)

iii. Top Class Education (For Graduate and Post-Graduate Degree/Diploma
in notified institutes of excellence in education)

iv. National Overseas Scholarship (For Master’s Degree/Ph.D. in
Institutions/Colleges/Universities abroad)

v. National Fellowship (For M. Phil and Ph.D. in Indian Universities)

vi. Free Coaching (For recruitment examinations for Group A, B and C posts
and entrance examinations for admission to various technical and
professional courses).

The guidelines in respect of first five components of the Umbrella Scheme

as mentioned above are delineated as under and the guidelines in respect
of Free Coaching component will be brought out separately.

2. GENERAL CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY

i. The scholarships are open only to Indian nationals.

ii. All the components of scholarships are open to students with
benchmark disability i.e. 40% or more disability as defined in ‘Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 and having a valid certificate of

disability issued by the competent authority as prescribed under Rules .

iii. Not more than two children with disabilities of the same parents will be
entitled to receive benefits of the scheme. In case the second child is a twin, the

scholarship under the schemes will be admissible to the twin.

iv. Scholarship for studying in any class will be available for only one year. If a
student has to repeat a class, she/he would not get scholarship for that class

for a second (or a subsequent) year.
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v. A scholarship holder under this scheme will not avail any other

scholarship/stipend. No scholarship will be paid to the students under this

scheme from the date he/she accepts any other scholarship/stipend.

NOTE 1: Post-matric scholarships are not awarded for training courses like
Aircraft Maintenance Engineer's Courses and Private Pilot license Courses,
Courses at Training at Ship Dufferin (Now Rajendra), Courses of training at the
Military College, Dehradun, courses at Pre-examination Training Centres of all
India and State levels.

NOTE 2: Income declaration of self-employed parents/guardian should be in
the form of a certificate issued by Revenue Officers not below the rank of
Tehsildar. Employed parents/guardians should obtain consolidated certificate
from Revenue Officer for any other additional source of income.

3.1 REQUIREMENT OF AADHAAR AND UNIQUE DISABILITY IDENTITY
CARD (UDID)

(i) Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) has
notified Aadhaar as an identity document under section 7 of Aadhaar Act, 2016
for all Scholarship Schemes vide Gazette Notification No. 4-2(32)/2016/DD-I
dated 3rd March, 2017. Applicants may have to undergo Aadhaar based
biometric authentication to avail the Scholarship.

(ii) UDID/UDID enrolment shall be mandatory for availing the benefits of
the Scholarship scheme.

5. POST-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP FOR STUDENT WITH BENCHMARK
DISABILITIES:

a. Eligibility conditions:

Post- Matric Scholarship will be given for study of all recognized post-
matriculation or post-secondary courses (upto Master degree level) pursued in
recognized institutions/Universities with the following exceptions:

i. Candidates who after passing one stage of education are studying in the
same stage of education in different subject (e.g. B.Com. after B.A. in other
subject) will not be eligible. However, students pursuing
L.L.B/B.Ed/B.ElL.Ed. after passing B.A./B.Sc./B.E. etc. are eligible for Post-
Matric Scholarship under this scheme.
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b.

Students who are pursuing two different courses of study simultaneously
can avail the scholarship for any one course only provided pursuance of
such courses are permissible under the rules/regulations of the
Educational Authority concerned.

Students who after failing or passing the under graduate examinations in
Arts/Science/Commerce join any recognized professional or Technical
Certificate/Diploma/Degree courses will be awarded scholarship, if
otherwise eligible.

Students who pursue their studies through correspondence courses are
also eligible. The term correspondence includes distance and continuing
education.

Employed students whose income combined with the income of their
parents/guardian does not exceed the maximum prescribed income ceiling
are eligible for Post-Matric scholarship to the extent of reimbursement of all
compulsorily payable non-refundable fees.

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e. REIMBURSEMENT OF COMPULSORY NON-REFUNDABLE FEES

Students are paid enrolment/registration fees, tuition fees, games fee, union
fee, library fees, magazine fees, Medical Examination and such other fees
compulsorily payable by the scholar to the Institution or University/Board. The
maximum fee ceiling for reimbursement of ‘Compulsory Non-refundable Fees’
for Post-Matric scholarship is Rs.1.50 lakh per annum. Refundable deposits
like caution money, security deposit will, however, be excluded.

NOTE: Compulsory non-refundable fee charged by recognized institutions
against free and paid seats of recognized courses can be fully
reimbursed as per the fee structure approved by the competent
State/Central Government authority upto maximum ceiling of
Rs.1.50 lakh per annum.

f. Book Allowance: Rs. 1500 per annum.

6. TOP CLASS EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP FOR STUDENT WITH
BENCHMARK DISABILITIES

6.1. ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS

This is admissible only for pursuing Graduate and Post graduate
Degree/Diploma courses in Institutes of Excellence in Education as notified by
the Department. The list of such Premier Institutions covered under the
Scheme is at Annexure- I. Any addition or deletion to this list shall be notified
by the Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities, Ministry of
Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India, as and when required.
Scholarship under this scheme shall not be admissible for pursuing distance-
learning/part-time /week-end courses under any stream. Further, the award
under this component cannot be considered for second or subsequent times as
the individual can be awarded only once.

7. PROCEDURE OF APPLICATION AND SELECTION for PRE MATRIC, POST
MATRIC AND TOP CLASS SCHOLARSHIP

a. Applications will be called for through National Scholarship Portal
(www.scholarships.gov.in).

b. The applicants should submit their application through the on-line system
within the last date prescribed for receipt of applications. All requisite
documents like photograph, proof of age, disability certificate, income
certificate of the parent, tuition fees receipt, last academic qualification
certificate, etc. duly filled in the prescribed format are required to be
uploaded in the on-line system.

c. The institutions in which the candidate is studying shall also register
themselves on the portal and verify the details provided by the candidates.
The nodal officer nominated by the State shall oversee all the applications
and process the same on behalf of the State Government who shall also
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digitally sign the final list in Public Finance Management System (PFMS) for
disbursal of scholarship amount to the beneficiaries.

d. In case, a candidate is a permanent resident of one State but studying in
another State, his/her application should be recommended by the
Education/Welfare Department of the State of which he is a permanent
resident.

e. Based on the online verification by the concerned Department/Nodal
officer of the State Government and considering the number of eligible
applications received State wise and the percentage of State wise
population of persons with disabilities, available slots will be
distributed state wise for each of the scholarship to ensure that the
benefit of the Scheme is available throughout the country. Number of
eligible applications received State wise will be converted in
percentage terms in relation to the total number of eligible
applications and thereafter State wise slot will be decided based on
average percentage of State wise population of persons with
disabilities and State wise percentage of eligible applications.

f. Merit Criteria for Selection will be Percentage of disability as
indicated in the disability certificate,

For Specific Learning Disability, specific percentage of disability is not
indicated in the disability certificate and it is indicated as 40% or
above. For the purpose of Merit criteria for selection, disability
percentage in all eligible cases of Specific Learning Disability will be
taken as 40%.

g. In case of tie, the age will be considered, i.e., the older candidate will
get preference.

h. Keeping in view the above merit criteria, final selection will be done
through National Scholarship Portal as per slot distributed state wise.

8. DURATION AND RENEWAL OF SCHOLARSHIP/AWARD

(i) The award once made will be effective from the stage at which it is given to
the completion of the course subject to good conduct and regularity in
attendance. It will be renewed from year to year provided that, within the total
duration of the course which is continuous for a number of years, the scholar
secures promotion to the next higher class irrespective of the fact whether such
examinations are conducted by a University or the Institution.

(ii) If a student with benchmark disabilities pursuing Group I courses in case
of Post-Matric scholarship fails in the examination for the first time, the award
may be renewed. For second and subsequent failure in any class, the student
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shall bear his/her own expenses until he/she secures promotion to the next
higher class.

(iii) If a scholar is unable to appear in the annual examination owing to illness
or on account of any other unforeseen event, the award may be renewed for the
next academic year on submission of medical certificate and/or other required
sufficient proof to the satisfaction of the Head of the Institution and his/her
certifying that the scholar would have passed had he/she appeared in the
examination.

(iv) If according to the Regulations of a University/Institution, a student is
promoted to the next higher class even though he/she may not have actually
passed in lower class and is required to take examination of the junior class
again after sometime, he/she will be entitled to scholarship for the class to
which he/she is promoted if the student is otherwise eligible for scholarship.

9. OTHER CONDITIONS

(i) If a student is found to have obtained a scholarship by false statements,
his/her scholarship will be cancelled forthwith and the amount of the
scholarship paid will be recovered at the discretion of the Department of
Empowerment of Persons with Disability, Government of India. The student
concerned will be blacklisted and debarred for scholarship in any scheme
forever.

(ii) A scholarship awarded may be cancelled if the scholar changes the subject
of the course of study for which the scholarship was originally awarded.

(iii) A scholar is liable to refund the scholarship amount at the discretion of the
Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities, Government of India,
if during the course of the year, the studies for which the scholarship has been
awarded, is discontinued by him/her.

(iv) Maintenance allowance is payable from 1st April or from the month of
admission, whichever is later, to the month in which the examinations are
completed, at the end of the academic year (including maintenance allowance
during holidays), provided that if the scholar secures admission after the 20th
day of a month, the amount will be paid from the month following the month of
admission.

(v) In case of renewal of scholarship awarded in the previous years,
maintenance allowance will be paid from the month following the month up to
which scholarship was paid in the previous year, if the course of study is
continuous.
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(vi) Scholarship will not be paid for the period of internship/houseman ship in
the M.B.B.S. course or for a practical training in other courses if the student is
in receipt of some remuneration during the internship period or some
allowance/stipend during the practical training in other course.

(vii) The scholarship is dependent on the satisfactory progress and conduct of
the scholar. If it is reported by the Head of the Institution at any time that a
scholar has by reasons of his/her own act of default failed to make satisfactory
progress or has been guilty of misconduct such as resorting to or participating
in strikes, irregularity in attendance without the permission of the authorities
concerned, etc., the authority sanctioning the scholarship may either cancel
the scholarship or stop or withhold further payment for such period as it may
think fit.

10. MODE OF DISBURSAL OF SCHOLARSHIP

The above three components of the Scholarship Scheme viz. Pre Matric, Post
Matric and Top Class Education shall be implemented through the National
Scholarship Portal and the amount will be directly credited into the bank
accounts of the beneficiaries linked with Aadhar through DBT mode.

11. MONITORING

(i) Monitoring of the scheme will be done by the Department of Empowerment
of Persons with Disabilities through the National Scholarship Portal.

(i) The State Government shall ensure that lists of beneficiaries, with
necessary particulars, are maintained district-wise, and category-wise.

(iii) In order to ensure proper accountability, physical verification at various
levels viz. Blocks/District/State levels shall, as per the scheme design, be done
covering at least 10% of the units, chosen randomly through an algorithm.

12. NATIONAL FELLOWSHIP FOR PERSONS WITH BENCHMARK
DISABILITIES (NFPwD)

12.1. OBJECTIVES:

The objective of the scheme is to provide fellowships in the form of financial
assistance to Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) to pursue higher studies
leading to M.Phil/Ph.D in Science, Humanities or Social Science, in Indian
Universities /Institutions/Colleges recognized by University Grants Commission
(UGC).
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12.2. Institutions/Universities covered:
The scheme covers:

a) All universities/institutions recognized by the University Grants Commission
(UGC);

b) Central/State Universities (including constituent and affiliated institutions)
included under Section 2(f) of UGC Act, 1956 and having valid accreditation
from NAAC.

c) Deemed Universities under Section 3 of UGC Act i.e. Institution for higher
education notified by Central Government to be deemed University, in
consultation with the UGC and having valid accreditation from NAAC.

d) Institution fully funded by State/Central Government and empowered to
award degrees.

e) Institutions of National Importance as notified by Ministry of Education.

12.3 Number of Fellowships:

The scheme provides for award of fellowships to 200 Fellows each
year. Out of the total 200 slots available for the Students with
Disabilities, 75% scholars (i.e. 150) will be selected based on National
Eligibility Test-Junior Research Fellowship (NET-JRF) of UGC and
remaining 25% scholars (i.e. 50) will be selected based on UGC-Council of
Scientific and Industrial Research (UGC-CSIR) NET-JRF joint test.
However, the slot is transferable between UGC-NET and CSIR-NET to the
extent of the total no. of slot, in case sufficient no. of eligible scholars is
not available in one category.

12.4. ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS AND DURATION:

i. Fellowship is open to students with benchmark disability (i.e 40% or
more disability) as defined in ‘Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act,
2016 and having a valid certificate of disability as prescribed under rules
issued by the competent authority.

i. Fellowship holder under this scheme will not avail any other
scholarship/stipend. No scholarship will be paid to the students under
this scheme from the date he/she accepts any other
scholarship/stipend.

iii. Fellowships shall be awarded to candidates for pursuing regular and full
time M. Phil./Ph. D courses in Universities/Research Institutions as
referred to above in para 12.2.

A scholar is eligible to receive only one fellowship at a time. The scholar
is required to declare that he/she will not accept/receive any other
monetary benefit/scholarship/fellowship from other sources. In other
words, a scholar who is awarded fellowship under this scheme shall not
accept any other fellowship/scholarship or hold any appointment, paid
or otherwise, or receive any emoluments, salary, stipend etc. from any
other source during the tenure of the award (except in case of ‘academic
leave’ of one year). If a scholar is already in receipt of any
scholarship/fellowship, he/she will have to relinquish either the previous
scholarship/fellowship/any other monetary benefit or to forgo the
selection under this scheme.

A scholar who does not complete his/her research work during the
period of fellowship shall not be eligible to apply again under this
scheme. Similarly, a scholar who has completely or partially availed any
of this fellowship for Ph.D. earlier shall also not be eligible for fellowship
again under this scheme.

After two years of joining the fellowship on the pattern of Junior
Research Fellowship (JRF), if the progress in the research work of the
fellow is found satisfactory, his/her tenure will be extended for a further
period of three years on the pattern of Senior Research Fellowship (SRF)
as per UGC Fellowship Guidelines issued from to time.

The fellowship shall be paid from 1st April of the year for which candidate
is selected or from the date of Registration under M. Phil/Ph. D. or from
the date of joining M. Phil/Ph. D programme, whichever is later.

In case of integrated M. Phil & Ph.D. or Ph.D., the maximum tenure is 5
years. For doing M.Phil., fellowship shall be granted for two years or upto
the date of submission of M.Phil. Dissertation, whichever is earlier.

The maximum allowed gap period for continuation from M.Phil. to Ph.D.
under this scheme shall be 2 years (from the date of declaration of result
of M.Phil. to date of admission to Ph.D.). However, the total tenure of
fellowship shall remain five years excluding the gap period. No fellowship
shall be paid during the gap period.

The fellowship shall be granted up to the date of submission of Ph.D.

thesis or five years of tenure, whichever is earlier. No extension is
permissible beyond the total period of five years of fellowship.
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xi. Employees of any University/ College/ Educational Institution/ Central/
State/ UT Government shall be excluded from availing Fellowship, even if
they are on Study Leave or Extra Ordinary Leave to pursue the M. Phil./
Ph. D. course.

xii.  No fellow will not be considered for the award for second or subsequent
times as the individual can be awarded the fellowship only once in a
lifetime.

12.5 RATE OF FELLOWSHIP

The rates of fellowship will be at par with the UGC Fellowships. Presently these
rates are as follow:

Note:
(i) Regarding HRA:
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In case, hostel accommodation is provided to the scholars by their
institutions, the scholar is eligible to draw only the hostel fee excluding
mess, electricity, water charges etc.

In case hostel accommodation offered by the university/institution is
refused by the candidate, he/she will forfeit his/her claim of HRA.

In case of non-availability of hostel accommodation, the scholar may be
provided with single accommodation by the host institution. In such
cases, the rent paid by the scholar on actual basis shall be reimbursed,
subject to the ceiling of HRA as per Govt. of India norms.

If the scholar makes his/her own arrangements of accommodation,
he/she shall be entitled to draw HRA as per ceiling and categorization of
cities by the Government of India.

In case the scholar wishes to draw HRA, he/she is required to claim HRA
on monthly basis by submitting monthly confirmation Certificate in the
prescribed format, to his/her institution.

(ii) Other facilities such as medical facilities, leave including maternity leave
will be governed as per the guidelines of UGC in case of their fellowship
programme.

12.6

PROCEDURE FOR SELECTION:

The selection for the award of fellowship to students will be made
on the basis of scores/merit obtained in UGC National Eligibility
Test (UGC- NET) and UGC Council of Scientific and Industrial
Research (UGC- CSIR) tests conducted by National Testing Agency
(NTA). The merit list will be prepared by NTA on all India basis
from amongst the eligible candidates belonging to the category of
‘benchmark disability’ who apply for both- JRF and NET, but
qualify for NET only.

The qualified candidates under NFPwD, who have not secured
admission at the time of application for Fellowship under the Scheme
are required to take admission for regular and full time M. Phil./Ph. D.
in a recognized research institution at the first available opportunity
but not later than three years from the date of award of
fellowship.

Genuineness of the PwD Certificate furnished by the candidate shall
be verified by the concerned University/ Institution before allowing the
fellow to avail fellowship under the scheme. After the documents of
NFPwD awardees are verified by Nodal Officers of universities/
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institutions, the same will be sent to the Department for final
approval.

The decision of the Department with regard to awarding the Fellowship
shall be final and no appeal would lie against any decision of the
Department in regard thereof.

The result shall be published on Department’s website and Award
letters will be issued to selected candidates.

12.7. Disbursement of Fellowship

Confirmation for joining and continuation of the fellowship shall be given
by the respective University/Institution. Based on this certification, the
research scholars would be released fellowship every month. The Nodal
Officer of the concerned University/ College/ Institution will, however, be
responsible for updating on the Scholarship and Fellowship Management
Portal in case any research scholar discontinues the course, or is/has
been on inadmissible leave and thus not entitled for the fellowship
during that period.

Payment files of the candidates will be digitally signed by the authorized
signatory of the Department on PFMS and fellowship amount will be
transferred to the respective bank accounts of the scholars through DBT
mode.

In the event of discontinuation of the course or in case of inadmissible
leave rendering him/her not entitled to the fellowship, the candidate will
be responsible for intimating such position and he/she will be liable to
refund the amount of over-payment, if any, of fellowship paid to him/her
for the period beyond the date of such discontinuation, or for such period
of inadmissible leave.

Payment of fellowship and any other admissible allowance shall be made
to the beneficiaries through their bank accounts linked with Aadhar.

13. NATIONAL OVERSEAS SCHOLARSHIP

13.1.

OBJECTIVE:

To provide financial assistance to students with benchmark disabilities for
pursuing Master’s level courses and Ph.D abroad in the specified fields of
study: (a) Engineering & Management (b) Pure Sciences and Applied Sciences
(c) Agricultural Science & Medicine (d) Commerce, Accounting and Finance and

(e) Humanities, Social Science including Law& Fine Arts.
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13.2. MINIMUM QUALIFICATION AND ELIGIBILITY:

(i) For Ph.D. - Fifty five per cent (55%) marks or equivalent grade in relevant
Master’s Degree.

(ii) For Masters' Degree: - Fifty five per cent (55%) marks or equivalent grade
in relevant Bachelor’s Degree.

(iii) In case of equivalent grade/credit points in Semester Grade Points (SGP)/
Cumulative Grade Point Index (CGPI) etc., conversion factor duly attested by
the Institute/College/University concerned will be accepted.

(iv) Candidates already pursuing Masters degree or PhD or having completed
Masters/PhD from Institute/College/University abroad by availing benefits of
the Scholarship Scheme implemented by any of the Ministries/Departments of
the Central Government/State Government/other agency/own funds, are not
eligible to apply for the scheme. Further, Individual can be awarded National
Overseas Scholarship only once in a lifetime.

(v) The candidate is also eligible for scholarship under this scheme to

pursue the same level (Masters/Ph.D.) course but in a different
stream (Science/Arts/Commerce etc.) other than for which he/she has
already acquired the qualification from any

University/Institution/College either in India or abroad, subject to the
condition that the candidate has not availed scholarship from
Central/State Government for that same level course.

a) The awardees shall be allowed to purchase air tickets
(from nearest Airport to Hometown in India to the
nearest place to the educational institution and back to
India) from the three authorized travel agents viz.
Balmer Lawrie & Company Limited (BLCL), Ashok
Travels & Tours (ATT), Indian Railways Catering and
Tourism Corporation Ltd (IRCTC) with the condition
that the ticket purchased 11 must be of economy
class/shortest route on date of booking.

Mission abroad.

Earning fromThe awardees are permitted to supplement their
research/teaching admissible allowance by undertaking
assistance-ship Research/Teaching Assistantship up to US$ 2400/- (US

dollars two thousand four hundred) per annum and for
awardees in United Kingdom, GBP 1560/- (Great
Britain Pound One Thousand Five Hundred Sixty only)
per annum. Beyond the admissible ceilings, the annual
maintenance allowance under the scheme shall be
correspondingly reduced.

13.5. DURATION OF AWARD WITH FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE:

The prescribed financial assistance is provided up to completion of the
course/research or the following period, whichever is earlier:-

(i) Ph.D. -- 04 years (Four years)

(ii) Masters Degree — 1/2/3 years (One/two three years) depending upon the
duration of the Course.

Note: (i) The extension of stay beyond prescribed period for levels of courses
as mentioned above may be considered without financial assistance of any kind
except the air passage to return to India, if recommendation of the competent
authority in the educational institution/ university as well as the Indian
Mission abroad is received, certifying that such an overstay for a specified
period is absolutely essential for facilitating the candidate to complete the
course. The final decision in this regard will however rest with the Department
of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities.

(ii) Extension of stay abroad beyond completion of the course or duration of the
scholarship is allowed without financial support/ return ticket to India.

13.6. SELECTION PROCEDURE:

i. The candidates after assessing their eligibility and suitability, as per
conditions of the Scheme, shall apply to Department of Empowerment of
Persons with Disabilities. After the online portal being developed is
made operational, the application will be invited through that portal
only. The candidates shall send duly filled up application form (available
on Department’s website www.disabilityaffairs.gov.in) enclosing therewith
requisite documents to this Department. The employed candidates are
required to submit a “No Objection Certificate” (NOC) from their employer
to this Department.
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13.

The applications shall be screened by the Screening Committee as
per the Scheme guidelines. The eligible candidates shortlisted by the
Screening Committee shall be placed before the Selection
Committee. The Selection Committee shall assess the eligible
candidates based on their educational qualifications and experience,
their disability category and percentage, the University abroad and
the course to which they propose to take admission etc. and draw a
merit list within the sanctioned number of yearly slot which will
finally and decisively complete the selection procedure.

No request for change of Institution/College/University shall be entertained
at any stage. In case, the Awardee desires to change the course or
university, he/she can apply afresh.

After the issuance of confirmation letter to an Awardee, the candidate is
required to complete all the procedures like verification of original
documents, submission of Bonds, Solvency Certificates etc., within six
months, otherwise the award letter will be automatically cancelled. No
further time will be granted for completion of these formalities.

7. MANDATORY CONDITIONS:

The finally selected candidates are required to obtain admission and
join an accredited university/ institution abroad within three years
from the date of communication of selection. On expiry of this specified
period of time, the award will automatically get cancelled and come to an
end. If the candidate still wants to avail the benefit of the scheme, he/she
may apply afresh.

The selected candidate is required to execute a surety bond on the non-
judicial stamp paper before a notary public with two sureties separately for
Rs.50,000/- (fifty thousand), and also solvency certificate separately for the
same amount stating that persons are possessing property /wealth for a
minimum amount of Rs. 50,000/-.

Candidates availing the benefits of this scheme are required to return to
India within one month of the completion of the course. However, if a
candidate wishes to stay abroad after completion of the course, the same is
allowed without any financial support including return air tickets to India.
The awardee intending to return to India is required to intimate Indian
Embassy abroad in advance and should also inform the Department of
his/her returns.

The candidate will give an undertaking that he will allow his university to
share information with concerned Indian Mission abroad and the
Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities.

The candidate has to give an undertaking that he/she is not in receipt of
any scholarship from any government /other organization including
University/College for the course he/she is applying under this scheme

No financial assistance of any kind/any other support coverage will be
provided for spouse/children/siblings/parents/guardian of the awardee
under the Scheme.

All administrative matters like study leave salary, etc., will be directly
resolved by the candidate with his/her employer and as per rules of the
serving organization. The DEPwD will not take any responsibility or render
any assistance in this regard.

In case of some exigency at home, where the candidate is required to return
to India for some time to attend to it, the awardee is permitted to return to
India for the specific purpose, after having informed the Indian Mission and
the educational institution where one is pursuing studies about it. The
awardee will, however, be required to bear to and fro journey expenses for
the visit and shall also not be entitled to receive maintenance allowance
under the scheme, for the period of being away from the place of his/her
educational institution abroad and the maintenance allowance shall be
paid by this Department only from the date of his/her resuming the same
course at the same institution. The awardee after having dealt with the
situation at home, is required to return to the place of his/her educational
institution, as early as possible, failing which, he/she shall be liable to be
declared a defaulter and the recovery proceeding will be initiated against
him/her.

It will be for the candidate to obtain the appropriate visa for the country
where he/she intends to study under award from the scheme. Government
of India will render no assistance to a candidate for obtaining Visa.

Selected candidates are required to furnish all such documents and enter
into such agreements as shall be decided by the Government of India from
time to time before their departure.

In case the awardee has received over/excess payment from the
Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities or through any
other agency acting on its behalf, he/she is liable to refund the same to the
Government of India and his/her employer (if any) is authorized to recover
the excess amount from his/her dues, on request from Government of
India, and refund the same to the Government of India.

The decision of Government of India will be final in all such issues, as may
come up during the course of time.

The candidate shall not change the course of study or research for which
scholarship has been sanctioned. However, if situation arise where an
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awardee pursuing Ph.D. in a university/ institution, finds a serious
situation where his/her guide has left and there are no immediate
replacements thereof or the university/ institutions has discontinued the
research support facilities in the area; the Indian Missions abroad in such
cases are authorized to allow the awardee to change the university/
institutions, after the Missions are satisfied about such a need, however,
subject to the condition that the credits if any earned by the awardee in the
earlier university/ institution are acceptable for transfer by the second
university/ institutions and that the total period of award will remain
unchanged, and such a transfer/change, will be permitted only once during
the award.

xiv. Decision of the Department will be final and binding on the awardees on all
issues arising due to unforeseen circumstances and situations which are
not covered under the Scheme guidelines.

13.8. PENALTY FOR DEFAULTERS UNDER THE SCHEME:

In case, a candidate pursuing studies abroad violates any of the terms and
conditions of the bonds executed by him/her and that the educational
institution/ university intimates the Indian Mission abroad about his/her
adverse reports on studies and/or conduct and/or that the candidate leaves for
any other country or absconds or joins any other wuniversity or
course/programme or/and returns to India in case of exigency without
intimating the Indian Mission abroad, he/she will be declared defaulter and
will become liable for refund of entire amount spent on him/her along with the
interest which will be 12% per annum and in case an awardee fails to pay the
amount within six months from the date on which a demand for such refund is
made, penal interest at the rate which is 2.5 % higher than the above normal
rate of interest on the outstanding amount would be charged.

13.9. FURNISHING OF FALSE INFORMATION

If any candidate has furnished any false information/document which is
established upon verification, the NOS awarded to him/her will stand cancelled
and if he/she has availed of it or is availing, an action will be initiated for
recovery of the amount spent with 15% compound interest thereon. Such
candidate will also be blacklisted for future and the employed candidate will
face departmental action for such act, for which the Government of India will
take up the matter with the respective employers. The respective employers
are, therefore, also requested to carefully go through content of application of
their employees before forwarding the same to this Department. The employers
are also free to insist on candidates employed by them to execute such bonds
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with them, as they deem fit and necessary and in accordance with their extant
rules and regulations in such cases.

13.10. ROLE OF INDIAN MISSION

i. Indian Mission will make payment of tuition fees directly to the
colleges /universities aboard and maintenance allowance/other allowances
to the students studying in their jurisdiction.

ii. In case the awardee is unable to complete the course successfully, he will
be declared defaulter and will become liable for refund of entire amount
spent on him/her along with the interest as prescribed in the defaulter
clause. However, if the guide/head of the department of the candidate
certifies that the candidate has not been found wanting in his/her
commitment/dedication/attention to studies then the DEPwD shall have
the right to exempt him/her from the penalty clause of defaulter under the
Scheme. The Indian Missions, in all such cases, will provide the return air
passage to India by shortest route and economy class.

iii. The Indian Missions are required to intimate to this Department about the
return of the awardee to India.

13.11. MONITORING

i. The Indian Missions abroad will obtain bi-annual progress reports from the
University/College /Institution where the awardee is pursuing his/her studies.
The Missions will inform this Department about such serious adverse
developments in case of the awardee which requires decision towards further
continuation of the award or otherwise.

ii. The payment of Maintenance Allowance is linked with furnishing of progress

report. For first semester/six months, the maintenance allowance may be paid
to the awardee in the first instance as an advance. Thereafter, the maintenance
allowance for the next semester/six months may be paid only after receipt of
the satisfactory progress report of the awardee for first six months/semester.
No funds would be released by the Indian Mission in case of non-receipt of
progress report.

iii. Disbursement of scholarship amount/reimbursement of miscellaneous
expenses etc. incurred by candidate will be done by Ministry of External Affairs
(MEA) through Indian Missions abroad.
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14. COMMON PROVISIONS FOR ALL COMPONENTS OF THE SCHEME

14.1. PUBLICITY OF THE SCHEME & INVITING APPLICATIONS:

Scheme shall be advertised at the appropriate time and will be suitably
publicized through print/electronic/social media and website to bring it to the
notice of the target group.

14.2. ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES:

In order to meet expenditure incidental to the implementation of the scheme, a
provision not exceeding 3% of the total budget, shall be made for
administrative expenditure.

14.3. LITIGATIONS:

Any litigation on matters arising out of this scheme will be subject to sole
jurisdiction of the courts situated in the National Capital Territory of Delhi.

14.4. CHANGE IN THE PROVISIONS OF THE SCHEME:

Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities, Govt. of India may,
at its discretion, make necessary changes in the provisions of this scheme, as
and when felt necessary, with the approval of Secretary, DEPwD in
consultation with Financial Adviser concerned.

14.5. REVIEW AND MONITORING:

The progress of implementation of all six components of the scheme will be
reviewed by a Committee consisting of the following —
